RSE POLICY
Introduction

As stated in our School Vision, at Halebank  C of E primary School, we are committed to educating ‘the whole person’ through the four basic elements of wisdom, hope, community and dignity. 

 
We teach within a framework of Christian principles and values, emphasising respect, compassion, loving care and healthy, stable relationships with our core school values and strengths threading through the whole curriculum. 
In relation to the Church of England’s vision, our aim is that all may flourish and have an abundant life. We have a duty to try to remove any factor that might represent a hindrance to a child’s fulfilment. We want all pupils to willingly engage in learning in a safe and welcoming environment -all staff and pupils without exception or exclusion supporting diversity. (Valuing All God’s children- The Church of England document)
We have adopted the Church of England RSE Charter. (Appendix 1)
Aims

The aims of relationships and sex education (RSE) at our school are to:

· Provide a framework in which sensitive discussions can take place

· Prepare pupils for puberty, and give them an understanding of sexual development and the importance of health and hygiene

· Help pupils develop feelings of self-respect, confidence and empathy

· Create a positive culture around issues of sexuality and relationships

· Teach pupils the correct vocabulary to describe themselves and their bodies

2. Statutory requirements

As a maintained primary school we must provide relationships education to all pupils as per section 34 of the Children and Social work act 2017.


However, we are not required to provide sex education but we do need to teach the elements of sex education contained in the science curriculum. 
This policy is drawn up in line with the DfE’s statutory Relationships Education, Relationships and Sex Education and Health Education Guidance.

 In teaching RSE, we must have regard to guidance issued by the secretary of state as outlined in section 403 of the Education Act 1996.
Definition
RSE is about the emotional, social and cultural development of pupils, and involves learning about relationships, sexual health, sexuality, healthy lifestyles, diversity and personal identity. 

RSE involves a combination of sharing information, and exploring issues and values. 

RSE is not about the promotion of sexual activity.
Curriculum and delivery
The SRE requirements will be taught mainly by the class teacher:

· Through the carefully designed PSHE curriculum, where SRE is fully integrated
· Through the statutory science topics

· Through the online safety and good practice elements of computing curriculum

· Though the RE curriculum

· Through whole school and class collective worship

· Through the ethos, behaviour policies and practices within the school 

Difficult questions are addressed as they arise and are answered in an age appropriate was by the class teacher either within the lesson or at a more suitable time. This is followed up with individual support if deemed necessary. Contact with parents or other agencies would be made if deemed appropriate. 

PSHE
Personal, social, health and economic (PSHE) education is an embedded part of our broad and balanced curriculum. It is given high priority among both pupils and staff and is integral to delivering our vision.

Our PSHE curriculum is taken from the PSHE’s Associations question based model and has three overall topics of Health and Wellbeing, Relationships and Living in the Wider World. Teaching builds in a spiral model, according to the age and needs of the children and gives lots of opportunities to explore topics and address school, group or individual needs.

As the children move through the school, they approach the content of the RSE curriculum in different ways. In addition to this theme weeks such as Health and Wellbeing week give teachers time to address the particular needs of their class or address issues arising from current events in school or the wider world (e.g. the corona virus pandemic.).

Science

We teach the stator y requirements of the National Curriculum in a topic based approach. As we have mixed age classes, it is taught on a two year rolling programme.  It is often linked to PHSE topics.

Computing

We know the children in our school use the internet regularly, for their own recreation but also for homework and reading. Direct teaching about online safety and security takes place within the computing curriculum and is reinforced by class teachers. 

School Ethos

The values set out on the RSE guidelines complement those taught, developed and valued in a Church of England school. They are therefore often the subject of school and class worship, RE lessons and the ethos of our school.
Our seven school strengths that are developed and promoted throughout the school compliment and strengthen the learning within the RSE curriculum. 

Confidentiality and Child Protection Issues 
As a rule a child’s confidentiality is maintained by the teacher or member of staff concerned. However, if this person believes that the child is at risk or in danger, she/he talks to the named Designated Safeguarding Lead or Deputy Safeguarding Lead who takes action as laid down in the Safeguarding and Child Protection Policy. All staff are familiar with the policy and know the identity of the member of staff with responsibility for Child Protection issues. The child concerned will be informed that confidentiality is being breached and reasons why. The child will be supported by the teacher throughout the process
Roles and responsibilities

The Governing body will approve the RSE policy, and hold the Headteacher to account for its implementation.

The Headteacher is responsible for ensuring that RSE is taught consistently across the school, and for managing requests to withdraw pupils from components of RSE (see section 8).

Staff are responsible for:

· Delivering RSE in a sensitive way

· Modelling positive attitudes to RSE

· Monitoring progress

· Responding to the needs of individual pupils

· Responding appropriately to pupils whose parents wish them to be withdrawn from the components of RSE

Pupils

Pupils are expected to engage fully in RSE and, when discussing issues related to RSE, treat others with respect and sensitivity.

Equal Opportunities / Diversity Statement 
The school is committed to the provision of RSE to all of its pupils. Our curriculum aims to respond to the diversity of children’s cultures, faiths and family backgrounds.
We believe that RSE is a key vehicle for promoting equality, inclusion and social justice. Our RSE is designed to promote gender equality through challenging gender stereotypes and sexism. We are also committed to an RSE that makes every pupil feel valued and included and is relevant to them. This means we are committed to an LGBT+ inclusive and SEND inclusive curriculum and are mindful of the SEND Code of Practice 2014 when planning for this subject. We will also ensure that we take into account the religious and cultural background of all pupils when teaching RSE. As a school we endeavorour to bring forward topics and issues of equality and diversity that children may not have considered or encountered. 
Parents’ right to withdraw 
Parents do not have the right to withdraw their children from relationships education.

Parents have the right to withdraw their children from the non-statutory components of sex education within RSE. 

Requests for withdrawal should be put in writing using the form found in Appendix 4 of this policy and addressed to the Headteacher.

Alternative work will be given to pupils who are withdrawn from sex education.

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A CHARTER FOR FAITH SENSITIVE AND INCLUSIVE RELATIONSHIPS EDUCATION, RELATIONSHIPS AND SEX EDUCATION (RSE) AND HEALTH EDUCATION (RSHE)

In Halebank C of E Primary School we seek to provide Relationships Education, Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) and Health Education (RSHE), which will enable all pupils to flourish. 

We commit: 

1. To work in partnership with parents and carers. This will involve dialogue with parents and carers through all stages of policy development as well as discussing the resources used to teach their children and how they can contribute at home.  It must, however, be recognised that the law specifies that what is taught and how it is taught is ultimately a decision for the school. 

2. That RSHE will be delivered professionally and as an identifiable part of PSHE. It will be led, resourced and reported to parents in the same way as any other subject. There will be a planned programme delivered in a carefully sequenced way. Staff will receive regular training in RSHE and PSHE. Any expert visitors or trainers invited into the school to enhance and supplement the programme will be expected to respect the schools published policy for RSHE.  
3. That RSHE will be delivered in a way that affords dignity and shows respect to all who make up our diverse community.  It will not discriminate against any of the protected characteristics in the Equality Act
 and will be sensitive to the faith and beliefs of those in the wider school community. RSHE will seek to explain fairly the tenets and varying interpretations of religious communities on matters of sex and relationships and teach these viewpoints with respect. It will value the importance of faithfulness as the underpinning and backdrop for relationships. It will encourage pupils to develop the skills needed to disagree without being disagreeable, to appreciate the lived experience of other people and to live well together.  
4. That RSHE will seek to build resilience in our pupils to help them form healthy relationships, to keep themselves safe and resist the harmful influence of pornography in all its forms. It will give pupils opportunities to reflect on values and influences including their peers, the media, the internet, faith and culture that may have shaped their attitudes to gender, relationships and sex.    It will promote the development of the wisdom and skills our pupils need to make their own informed decisions. 

5. That RSHE will promote healthy resilient relationships set in the context of character and virtue development. It will reflect the vision and associated values of the school, promote reverence for the gift of human sexuality and encourage relationships that are hopeful and aspirational. Based on the school’s values it will seek to develop character within a moral framework based on virtues such as honesty, integrity, self-control, courage, humility, kindness, forgiveness, generosity and a sense of justice but does not seek to teach only one moral position.

6. That RSHE will be based on honest and medically accurate information from reliable sources of information, including about the law and legal rights. It will distinguish between different types of knowledge and opinions so that pupils can learn about their bodies and sexual and reproductive health as appropriate to their age and maturity. 

7. To take a particular care to meet the individual needs of all pupils including those with special needs and disabilities. It will ensure that lessons and any resources used will be accessible and sensitive to the learning needs of the individual child. We acknowledge the potential vulnerability of pupils who have special needs and disabilities (SEND) and recognise the possibilities and rights of SEND pupils to high quality relationships and sex education.
8. To seek pupils’ views about RSHE so that the teaching can be made relevant to their lives. It will discuss real life issues relating to the age and stage of pupils, including friendships, families, faith, consent, relationship abuse, exploitation and safe relationships online. This will be carefully targeted and age appropriate based on a teacher judgment about pupil readiness for this information in consultation with parents and carers.

	Early Years Foundation Stage children learn about life cycles. 

Through ongoing personal, social and emotional development, they develop the skills to form relationships and think about relationships with others.

	Key Stage 1
	In Key Stage 1 (yrs 1 – 2) children learn: 

( To identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body and say which part of the body is to do with each sense 

( To notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults 

( To find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival (water, food and air) 

( To describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food, and hygiene 

	Key Stage 2
	In Key Stage 2 (yrs 3 – 6) children learn:

( To identify that animals, including humans, need the right types and amount of nutrition, and that they cannot make their own food; they get nutrition from what they eat 

( To identify that humans and some other animals have skeletons and muscles for support, protection and movement 

( To describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans 

( To identify the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions  

( To describe the life process of reproduction in some plants and animals 

( To describe the changes as humans develop to old age 

( To identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood 

( To recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function 

( To describe the way nutrients and water are transported within animals, including humans 

( To recognise that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents
